Mono Lake Ecosystem Food Chain and Food Web

When organisms in an ecosystem interact with one another is by eating each other, 
this is called a feeding relationship.
A Food Chain is the path that food takes from one organism to another organism.  Give an example of a food chain in the Mono Lake ecosystem that shows one organism eating another organism.



A food web is a diagram that shows all the feeding relationships in an ecosystem. To create a food web, you connect all the feeding organisms with arrows that often cross each other in a complex way.
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
